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1. WHAT INFORMATION DO WE COLLECT?

Personal information you disclose to us In Short: We collect personal information that you provide to us. We collect personal information that
you voluntarily provide to us when you register on the Services, express an interest in obtaining information about us or our products and Services, when you
participate in activities on the Services, or otherwise when you contact us.
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Personal Information Provided by You. The personal information that we collect depends on the context of your interactions with us and the Services, the
choices you make, and the products and features you use. The personal information we collect may include the following:

Sensitive Information. We do not process sensitive information.

Application Data. If you use our application(s), we also may collect the following information if you choose to provide us with access or permission:

* Geolocation Information. We may request access or permission to track location-based information from your mobile device, either continuously or while you are
using our mobile application(s), to provide certain location-based services. If you wish to change our access or permissions, you may do so in your device's settings.
* Mobile Device Access. We may request access or permission to certain features from your mobile device, including your mobile device's camera, and other features.
If you wish to change our access or permissions, you may do so in your device's settings.

* Mobile Device Data. We automatically collect device information (such as your mobile device ID, model, and manufacturer), operating system, version information
and system configuration information, device and application identification numbers, browser type and version, hardware model Internet service provider and/or
mobile carrier, and Internet Protocol (IP) address (or proxy server). If you are using our application(s), we may also collect information about the phone network
associated with your mobile device, your mobile device's operating system or platform, the type of mobile device you use, your mobile device's unique device ID, and
information about the features of our application(s) you accessed.
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¢ Push Notifications. We may request to send you push notifications regarding your account or certain features of the application(s). If you wish to opt out from
receiving these types of communications, you may turn them off in your device's settings. This information is primarily needed to maintain the security and operation
of our application(s), for troubleshooting, and for our internal analytics and reporting purposes.

All personal information that you provide to us must be true, complete, and accurate, and you must notify us of any changes to such personal information.

Information automatically collected

In Short: Some information - such as your Internet Protocol (IP) address and/or browser and device characteristics - is collected automatically when you visit our
Services. We automatically collect certain information when you visit, use, or navigate the Services. This information does not reveal your specific identity {like your
name or contact information) but may include device and usage information, such as your IP address, browser and device characteristics, operating system, language
preferences, referring URLs, device name, country, location, information about how and when you use our Services, and other technical information. This information
is primarily needed to maintain the security and operation of our Services, and for our internal analytics and reporting purposes.

In Short: We only process your personal information when we believe it is necessary and we have a valid legal reason (i.e., legal basis) to do so under applicable
law, like with your consent, to comply with laws, to provide you with services to enter into or fulfill our contractual obligations, to protect your rights, or to fulfill our
legitimate business interests.

We may process your information if you have given us specific permission (i.e., express consent)
to use your personal information for a specific purpose, or in situations where your permission can be inferred (i.e., implied consent). You can withdraw your consent
at any time. In some exceptional cases, we may be legally permitted under applicable law to process your information without your consent, including, for example:

o If it is reasonable to expect collection and use with consent would compromise the availability or the accuracy of the information and the collection is reasonable
for purposes related to investigating a breach of an agreement or a contravention of the laws of Canada or a province
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o |f disclosure is required to comply with a subpoena, warrant, court order, or rules of the court relating to the production of records

o If it was produced by an individual in the course of their employment, business, or profession and the collection is consistent with the purposes for which the
information was produced

o If the collection is solely for journalistic, artistic, or literary purposes

o If the information is publicly available and is specified by the regulations

4. WHEN AND WITH WHOM DO WE SHARE YOUR PERSONAL INFORMATION?

In Short: We may share information in specific situations described in this section and/or with the following categories of third parties.

Vendors, Consultants, and Other Third-Party Service Providers. We may share your data with third-party vendors, service providers, contractors, or agents
("third parties") who perform services for us or on our behalf and require access to such information to do that work. We have contracts in place with our third
parties, which are designed to help safeguard your personal information. This means that they cannot do anything with your personal information unless we have
instructed them to do it. They will also not share your personal information with any organization apart from us. They also commit to protect the data they hold on
our behalf and to retain it for the period we instruct.

8. HOW LONG DO WE KEEP YOUR INFORMATION?

In Short: We keep your information for as long as necessary to fulfill the purposes outlined in this Privacy Notice unless otherwise required by law. We will only keep
your personal information for as long as it is necessary for the purposes set out in this Privacy Notice, unless @ longer retention period is required or permitted by
law (such as tax, accounting, or other legal requirements). No purpose in this notice will require us keeping your personal information for longer than thirty six (36)
months past the termination of the user's account.

When we have no ongoing legitimate business need to process your personal information, we will either delete or anonymize such information, or, if this is not
possible (for example, because your personal information has been stored in backup archives), then we will securely store your personal information and isolate it
from any further processing until deletion is possible.

9. HOW DO WE KEEP YOUR INFORMATION SAFE?
